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The Open Championship is to make a 
swift return to Royal Portrush in 2025, 
following its successful staging of golf’s 
oldest major in 2019.

The 2019 Open generated more than £100 
million for the economy of Northern Ireland 
two years ago, attracting a record attendance 
for the championship outside of St Andrews 
of 237,750 fans throughout the week as 
Irishman Shane Lowry captured the famous 
Claret Jug.

The return of the Open Championship to 
Royal Portrush for only the third time in 74 
years has been wholeheartedly supported by 

the Northern Ireland Executive and 
Tourism Northern Ireland, as well 
as the Causeway Coast and Glens 
Borough Council.

Martin Slumbers said: “We could 
not be more thrilled to be bringing 
The Open back to Royal Portrush 
in 2025. There will be huge excitement 
among golf fans around the world to see the 
best men’s players facing the challenge of 
this magnificent links once again.”

He added: “The Open in 2019 was a 
massive success and showed just how 
much collective enthusiasm, passion 

and commitment there is to make Royal 
Portrush one of the leading venues for the 
Championship and to build a distinctive 
golf tourism brand for Northern Ireland. 
We look forward to working to deliver 
another fantastic celebration of golf in four 
years’ time.”

Open Championship returns 
to Royal Portrush in 2025

England made home advantage count to 
make a clean sweep of the R&A Women’s, 
Boys’ and Girls’, and Senior Men’s and 
Women’s Home Internationals at Woodhall 
Spa.

The 106th Women’s Home Internationals 
couldn’t have provided a more fitting end. 
Three matches to determine whether 
England or Ireland would win the 
International Shield was appropriate for two 
evenly matched teams.

England prevailed 6-3 on the day to win for 
the second straight contest and the 64th time 
outright since the competition began in 1895 
when England won at Royal Portrush.

However, the result could easily have been 
the other way round. After a 3-3 split in the 
morning singles, England’s women won all 
three afternoon foursomes to top the four 
nations table with three points from three 
victories and a 21½-5½ match points total 
for the week. Ireland had two points, while 
Scotland came third with one point thanks to 
an 8½-½ final day victory over Wales.

With thunder and lightning threatening 
the afternoon play, a decision was taken to 
reverse the order of sessions to play as many 
points as possible. That decision was justified 
when a crack of thunder sounded above 
Woodhall Spa shortly after the pairing of 
Hannah Screen and Amelia Jane Williamson 
had defeated Lauren Walsh and Sara Byrne 
2&1 to ultimately seal the victory. The lead 
pairing of Annabell Fuller and Charlotte 
Heath took care of Beth Coulter and Annabel 
Wilson 3&2, with Emily Toy and Caley McGinty 
defeating Aine Donegan and Anna Foster by 
the same score.

It heralded double joy for England in 
the space of a month after victory in the 
European Ladies’ Team Championship, with 
English captain Jennifer Henderson bringing 
five members of that winning side to 
Woodhall Spa.

Scotland took third place thanks to a 
strong closing performance against Wales. 
The Scots laid down a statement of intent 
with a 6-0 morning singles victory, before 
taking the foursomes session 2½-½. The 
Welsh pairing of Kath O�Connor and 
Ellen Nicholas helped Wales avoid a final 
day whitewash by halving with Shannon 
McWilliam and Hazel MacGarvie.

It turned out to be a clean sweep for 
England at Woodhall Spa in a year when 
women and men, boys and girls played 
together for the first time.

England’s juniors won three points out of 
three to top the points table, with Scotland 
finishing second with two points, and Ireland 
placing third with one and Wales finishing 
bottom.

The English Senior Men and Women also 
topped the points table to make it a triple 
celebration for England.

Over 40 firefighters were called out to tackle 
the blaze that ripped through the 117-year-old 
Leicestershire club’s clubhouse last weekend.

According to local reports, the single storey 
building was already well alight by the time 
the first fire crews arrived on the scene and 
there was little that could be done to save 
the building and its contents, which included 
many irreplaceable historic artefacts. 

The cause of the blaze is now under 
investigation by Leicestershire Police and the 
Leicestershire Fire Service, with footage from 
recovered CCTV cameras expected to shed 
more light on how the fire started.

The course is currently closed until further 
notice, while the fire investigation take place.

Speaking about the tragic incident, in 

which thankfully nobody was hurt, Toby 
Deas, Lutterworth’s club captain said: “We 
are completely devastated. We have lost so 
much history, so much memorabilia, so many 
treasured photographs in this fire. Buildings 
can be replaced – but our history and 
heritage is totally irreplaceable – it’s priceless. 
I don’t know where you’d start trying to put a 
financial value on what has been lost.”

He added: “We will rebuild and we will 
bounce back. We have had so much support 
already from our members, other local golf 
clubs, and the general public. We have been 
overwhelmed by the numbers of calls, texts 
and messages we’ve had from people. I also 
want to say a massive thank you to the fire 
service and the police.

“The club’s directors and officials have 
already to put the recovery plans in place to 
ensure that our loyal members can continue 
to enjoy playing the course while we work 
with our insurers on providing temporary 
facilities as soon as possible and a permanent 
replacement in the longer term. The directors 
and club officials are all fully committed to the 
mammoth task ahead to replace our clubhouse 
and facilities.”

Lutterworth 
clubhouse 
destroyed by fire

Stoke Park in Buckinghamshire has been 
sold to Asia’s richest businessman, Mukesh 
Ambani, for £57 million. 

The luxury hotel, spa, golf & country club, 
which is located seven miles from Heathrow, 
was bought by a subsidiary of Ambani’s 
company, Reliance Industries. Ambani, 64, has 
built up a fortune of over $70 billion through 
energy and telecoms businesses after inheriting 
the company from his father in 2002. 

Stoke Park has been in the hands of the King 
family since 1988. The estate was put up for sale 
in 2018 and was originally expected to sell for 
more than £100m. Although there was interest 
from buyers from China and the Middle East, 
Ambani’s bid was successful despite being 
almost half that value. Announcing the deal, a 
spokesperson for the new owner said that Stoke 
Park would remain a private members’ club and 

that it would look to carry on the King family’s 
commitment to enhance the sports and leisure 
facilities for its members and guests.

Chester King, managing director of Stoke 
Park, said: “It has been a great honour for my 
family to have been the owners and custodians 
of Stoke Park over the past 33 years. I am 
delighted that the new owners share the 
same respect for the club’s incredible heritage, 
its values and longer-term vision and I look 
forward to working closely with them. As soon 
as we met with Reliance it was clear that this 
represents ‘business as usual’ for our members, 
customers, and the local community.”

In addition to the 27-hole golf course, 
facilities at the 300-acre estate include a 49-
room five-star hotel, a spa and leisure centre, 
three restaurants, bars and lounges, 13 tennis 
courts and 14 acres of private gardens.
